Find Databases Quickguide
The Cornell University Library Find Databases collection offers access to approximately 1000 different reference resources including periodical indexes, directories, dictionaries, and encyclopedias. All of the resources in Find Databases may also be accessed through the CU Library Catalog. 

Searching Find Databases allows you to find online databases but will not search within them. To search within a database, you will need to connect to a database. 


Search by:
  Database name - e.g. Education Abstracts, Historical Abstracts, Medline 

If using a phrase, be sure to click on "phrase" radio button.

  Keywords - use general concepts (e.g. medicine, not west nile virus) 

  Genre - catalogs, full text, indexes, other (audio-visual, numeric data, spatial data) 

Use either genre term alone (e.g. "indexes") or genre term combined with subject term (e.g. "biology index") 


Browse by: 

  Subject category - e.g., Arts and Humanities, Science and Technology, Social Sciences

  General interest and reference- dictionaries, encyclopedias, almanacs, news sources, biographies, library catalogs

  Alphanumeric list
  Greatest hits - most heavily used resources
